	· Are these Principles and Goals that we want for our updated plan? A major goal should be to provide maximum support to the Sun Valley Company to ensure its long term economic success. As the company goes so goes the City.

	PRESERVE THE UNIQUE CHARACTER OF SUN VALLEY
	· In the 2nd paragraph, 2nd line, delete the words “…unprecedented growth and…”. In addition, should the Sun Valley Company update the statement as to the future development plans in this same paragraph?

	II-4
	GOAL 1: PRESERVE AND PROTECT NATURAL AND SCENIC RESOURCES, THE ENVIRONMENT, AND OPEN SPACES
	· Add the following to this goal: “entry views, and wildlife corridors, allowing for permanent zoned protection of iconic Sun Valley entrance as open space from Catholic Church to stop light on west side of Sun Valley Road, and from Red Barn parcel to north of Horseman center of east side of Sun Valley Road.”

	Objective 1.1: Protect natural and scenic vistas, view corridors, and landmarks
	· Add the following to this objective: “…reflecting the unique character of Sun Valley.”
· Is Action Item 1.1.1 and 1.1.2 updated?
· In Action Item 1.1.2 the 8th bullet point: “The North Lane Ranch Parcel” and the 11th bullet point “Bluff Parcel” should probably be deleted.
· Action Item 1.1.2, suggest an additional bullet point – Preservation and protection in perpetuity of the iconic entrance to Sun Valley on Sun Valley Road, from the city boundary to the stop light on the west side of Sun Valley Road, and from the City boundary to the north side of Horseman Center on the east side of Sun Valley Road. Protection and preservation of the open space and view corridor in perpetuity of Proctor, Dollar and Ruud Mountain
· Wonder whether Action Items 1.1.3 &1.1.4 need to be updated.
· Action Item 1.1.3, suggest to add language, see Appendix A, input by Dan Olmstead
· Action Item 1.1.4, is this done? Has it changed with White Clouds Development?
· It is not clear that all the wishes or desires to maintain vistas, open space, corridors, etc. are consistent with the present zoning of private property? This also raises the issue of protection for private property owners. There is not much in the Comprehensive Plan which addresses this.

· Action Item 1.2.2 , add “incorporate in all” before design standards

	· Action Item 1.3.1, what is the status of implementation, especially the use of herbicides, fertilizers, etc. Public vs. private encouragement towards using environmentally safer methods.
· Action Item1.3.2, replace “gray” with “reuse”
· Action Item 1.3.4, is the mapping up to date?

	
	
	· Add a new objective under Goal 1:
· Promote clean air, water and lands through reduced use of toxic  pesticides, herbicides and fertilizers.

	Objective 1.4: Protect, conserve, and preserve open space in perpetuity
	· Add the following to this objective: “…such as Gateway entrance and view corridors on Prospector Hill. Gateway zoned Open Space from Catholic Church to stop light on west side of Sun Valley Road, from Red Barn Parcel to north of Horseman Center. Preserve Prospector view corridors, green space, wildlife corridors on Prospector Mountain to reflect uniqueness of Sun Valley.”
· Action Item 1.4.3, what is the status of Open Space Zone? Does it even exist?
· Action Item 1.4.4, is Open Space Fund in existence? If not, how are we going to work towards this reality?
· Action Item 1.4.4 – Establish a consistent, equal setback along Sun Valley Road from the beginning boundary to the stop light, applying to all lands listed, with an equal minimum from the centerline of the road, to the property lines, and the required setback to insure the character of open space and view corridors
· Action Item 1.4.6, does this item need to be updated?

	· Add the following to this objective: “…such as wetlands, avalanche-prone areas.”
· Suggest deleting “from development” from this objective
· Action Item 1.5.1 – has this been done – if so should it be deleted?
· Action Item 1.5.2, does this need new and closer scrutiny given new development/building impact on view corridors?
· Action Item 1.5.2 thru 1.5.8, what is the status of these items and do they need to be modified to reflect the status today?
· Action Item 1.5.7, insert “roofs” before “and sprinkler systems”
· Action Item 1.5.8. insert “annually” before “eliminate”

	· Suggest rewriting this goal: “Promote the sustainability and growth of the resort economy.”
· Goal 2 is a must, without the resort, we would not be here

· It is interesting that there are four pages of actions supporting Goal 1 and only one page for Goal 2
· Add the following to Goal 2: “…through more extensive marketing, increased airlines services, encouraging year round activities, in connection of Sun Valley Center of Arts, Community School, concerts, festivals, athletic competitions (world cup racing?)”

	· For Objective 2.1, replace “Seek to maintain” by “Promote”
· Action Item 2.1.3 – does this item need to be modified to reflect the status of today?  For the airport, what can be done given present political/fiscal realities for future planning? Any worst case scenario planning in the works (i.e. airport closes to commercial flights?)

	Objective 2.2: Promote a healthy and diverse economic base that enriches the local economy and the tourist industry
	· Add the following to this objective: “…by reaching out to small innovative businesses and technology groups to have Sun Valley as their base.”
· What are the tax incentives for businesses to stay or move to City of Sun Valley? What else needs to be done to encourage/recruit appropriate businesses or to expand/support existing ones?
· Action Item 2.2.1 Include reference to “nonprofits” (e.g. Community School ) which also offer a range of services

	GOAL 3: MAINTAIN SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC DIVERSITY AND PROTECT THE VITALITY AND CULTURAL HERITAGE ON SUN VALLEY

	· Replace “Maintain” by “Foster”
· Suggest rewriting this goal: “Maintain diversity and protect the vitality and cultural heritage of Sun Valley.”
· Add the following to this goal: “..in connection with Sun Valley Company, (integrate the suggested redline line addition to goal 2 here ) encourage symbiotic goals and realigning of common need to sustain the community and its sense of place.”

	Objective 3.1: Provide a sufficient quantity and mix of workforce housing to retain a high-quality workforce and a diverse social and economic population of all ages
	· Suggest rewriting this objective: “Provide a sufficient quantity, quality and mix of workforce housing to retain a high-quality workforce for a diverse social and economic population of all ages.”
· Have a problem with social/economic diversity wording
· This needs a major re-write. Most of Objective 3.1 is not needed. Sun Valley should stay out of the workforce housing issue with the exception of what support might be needed for its employees. 
· Add the following after this objective: “…that reflects current economic climate but still allows for future change.”
· Action Item 3.1.1 – Considering the current development activity and what is projected for the near future, is this action item a correct reflection of what is required?
· Action Item 3.1.8, add “and reflect current economic needs” at the end of the sentence

	Objective 3.2: Maintain and enhance a wide range of recreational opportunities for residents and visitors to keep the Sun Valley experience unique and active





	· Suggest removing “active” from this objective.
· Needs to be updated to reflect the current status of Elkhorn Springs development
· Add the following to this objective: “…through growth of opportunities, both summer and winter that appeals to all age sectors.”
· Action Item 3.2.2, include “incorporate reuse snowmaking” into paragraph
· Add Action Item 3.2.4 – Encourage the addition of connecting single track trails between Sun Valley and Elkhorn to reflect the increased usage of trails by runners, hikers, bikers, equestrians and guests to the Sun Valley Resort
· Needs to be updated to reflect the use of the “Pavilion”

	Objective 3.3: Maintain and enhance the arts, educational, and cultural attractions for the enrichment and vibrancy of the community
	· Add the following to this objective: “…with lifelong learning aspects, year round programs for all ages.”
· Most of Objective 3.3 is not needed
· Add reference to Community School as a community resource and articulate need to “promote partnerships among Sun Valley Resort, Community School and other entities.”
· Action Item 3.3.1, add “and other cultural events” to this paragraph
· Action Item 3.3.2, omit this action item as it already exists
· Action Item 3.3.4, add “enhanced recreational and” after “as a site for” 
· Action Item 3.3.5, need to work on trailhead parking to allow for future growth of numbers of hikers. Look at transit service to trailheads to cut down on cars. Look at areas like Proctor trailhead at end of fairway: angle vs. parallel parking. See if this is needed in other trailheads too, taking into account the residential/neighborhood concerns being adjacent to a well used trailhead.
· Action Item 3.3.5, remove the need for seating on the back side of Ruud, add “protect in perpetuity its hillsides…”

	· Rewrite this objective: “Protect and preserve significant properties and landmarks within the City of Sun Valley.”
· Add “culturally important” after “historically”
· Add the following after this objective: “.., such as Red Barn, Opera House and Lodge.”
· Add Action Item 3.4.4 – Preserve in perpetuity the Red Barn and the adjacent open space area surrounding the Barn, as not only the iconic entrance Architectural Feature of the Gateway Entrance, but also a reminder of the Brass Ranch and the heritage and history of Sun Valley and the community

	· Suggest to add reference to the Ski Academy
· Do we still want to keep Action Item 3.5.4: Evaluate the feasibility of a public cemetery site

· Suggest combining Objective 4.1 and 4.2

Encourage conservation in existing and new landscaping and domestic uses through education, technology, and legislation. Work with the District in public education regarding the effects of ongoing Water Rights Adjudication”
· Add a new Action Item: “Employment of best management practices for the control of storm water and snowmelt runoff to protect the watershed”

· Delete the sixth bullet – River Run (in joint planning with City of Ketchum)
· Add Action Item 4.4.3 – Apply greater density limits for development of those parcels of land existing outside of the Gateway entrance or Prospector Hill view corridors, in exchange for preservation of these key Open Space in perpetuity areas, reflecting the continual desires of the community and culture of the area.
